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Dear Parent,

We are so glad to continue to
join with you in nurturing your
child spiritually, physically, emo-
tionally, socially, and mentally. You
hold the unique position in your
child’s life as spiritual mentor. Your
child looks to you to understand
what it means to live as Jesus
would live. You are the day-to-day
example of godly living in your
child’s life. It is through you that
your child learns to love Jesus,
learn from His teachings, and live
in a way consistent with how Jesus
wants them to live.

It is our goal to come along-
side and give you spiritual parent-
ing tools. In addition to this note,
each week your child will bring
home a paper called Celebrate. Cel-
ebrate has the week’s Bible story,
activities for you to do at home
with your child, and a page of tips
just for you.

As your child makes simple
choices each day, be sure to com-
pare those choices to how Jesus
teaches His followers to live. Talk
with your child about how choices
both big and small help us grow as
followers of Jesus Christ.

Try This!

1. Give your child a regular responsibility for meal-
time. For example, you may give your child the
responsibility for making sure the table is set,
napkins in place, or each person has a.glass. This
teaches your child hoy to help in the family. As
you teach your child the task, show how to do it
through your actions and explanation, and then
allow your child to do the task. Compliment your child on completing
the task. Say, You did it! You followed my example and helped our family.
Thank you! Then point out that your child can learn to live like Jesus by
learning from examples of His teachings in the Bible. Share this week’s
Bible story from Celebrate (the weekly Sunday School take-home paper)
with your child.

Bed Time

As you prepare for bed, sing this song with your child. Have your child
share one way he or she followed Jesus by making a good choice during the
day. Or, you can point out an example that you noticed as your child obeyed
during the day. If there is an area where your child needs to learn to follow
Jesus, talk about that area and pray with your child for God’s help.
